Question 6: Please provide any comments concerning this course and/or instructor below.

We dont
need the scientific background of what we're learning all the time. When learning something new, explain the definition and where it's used > then an EASY
example. Not arbitrary terms. Not fractional numbers right away. -I feel like she got behind early and rushed alot of lectures. -doesn't do examples in class (like on
the board/projector) which makes the initial step by step solving process difficult. When we just see all the steps/have it told to us, it makes it harder to do
assignments on your own when you have just the problem in front of you. -she did fix some things as the semester went on like talking slower, making a learning
goals for each of the lectures in the 2nd half on the semester, and made examples slightly easier but still had arbitrary terms. -Just frustrated because I had to put
more time into this class than a 400 level Japanese class. Inexperienced profs should teach 201/not just be thrown into a 301 level as a grad student/Ph.D student
prof.
